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Rules for Participants

Participants are expected to help each other with cleaning the Dojo, Yatori and other
tasks and to contribute to the smooth running of the seminar.

Participants should adopt a proper behaviour and language and conduct themselves in a
dignified manner at all times.

Participants are not allowed to teach each other unless they have received instruction
from the instructors to do so.

Participants must take care of their health during the seminar.
Participants are requested to follow the time schedule strictly.

If you are not able to attend the class because of iliness or any other unavoidable reason,
in case of lateness or having to leave early, please contact the IKYF staff.

Participants should wear their number throughout the whole seminar.

Participants should line up in order in rows of five before the morning session start,
before and after the lunch break, and at the closing.

The seminar program may be modified at any time. Changes will be informed via the
participant representative.

Participants are not allowed to practice at the Makiwara without permission during the
training sessions. Those who are not being taught should apply themselves to

Mitorigeigo.

Participants should not put away their equipment before the end of the closing
ceremony.

Participants are allowed to ask questions only of the instructors.
Private conversations are forbidden during the training sessions.

One the last day of the seminar, participants should together make sure that there are
no belongings left behind or any Kyudo equipment taken by mistake.
